Instructions / Checklist for completing Application

The Northwest Florida Military Officers Association (NWFMOA) is a local chapter of the national Military
Officers Association of America (MOAA).  The NWFMOA Scholarship Fund, Inc. will offer and award two
scholarships in the amount of $4,000.00 each to a qualified AFROTC cadet and/or Army ROTC cadet attending
the University of West Florida (UWF) for Academic Year (AY) 2022-23. To be eligible for the scholarship, the
UWF AFROTC and Army ROTC cadets must meet the following criteria:

1. Be a full-time student enrolled at UWF and an active cadet in good standing in the UWF AFROTC or
Army ROTC program.

2. Be a high school graduate from one of the following high schools:

a. Baker

b. Choctawhatchee

c. Crestview

d. Fort Walton Beach

e. Freeport

f. Laurel Hill

g. Navarre

h. Niceville

i. Paxton

j. Rocky Bayou Christian School

k. South Walton

l. Walton

3. Have completed a minimum of 60 credit hours and earned an overall GPA of 3.0 or greater.

4. Have successfully completed AFROTC Field Training or the Army Cadet Summer Training Advanced
Camp.

SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS:

1. Applications must be in the prescribed format for this scholarship. Do not merely use a format or
document order that other scholarship programs use. Failure to comply can eliminate the applicant from
consideration.

Attach documents in the following order: (1) UWF AFROTC / Army ROTC Scholarship Application
AY 22-23; (2) Statement of Understanding; (3) Resume (academic achievements, AFROTC or Army



ROTC activities and achievements, extracurricular involvement, internships, and/or work experience);
(4) Statement of financial need; (5) “Why I should be selected for this scholarship”; (6) Letter of
Recommendation from the UWF AFROTC PAS or Army ROTC PMS; (7). Second Letter of
Recommendation. (Limit items (6) and (7) to 1 page each).

2. Include a maximum of two (2) letters of recommendation. One of the letters of recommendation must be
from the UWF AFROTC Detachment Commander / Professor of Aeronautical Studies (PAS) or Army
ROTC Detachment Commander / Professor of Military Science (PMS). In that letter of recommendation,
the Detachment Commander / PAS or PMS will verify the applicant’s overall GPA and assess the cadet’s
standing in the unit, moral character, demonstrated leadership, and potential for future military service.
The second letter of recommendation can be from any individual the cadet chooses. Suggestions include,
college advisor, professor, minister, or commissioned officer. Please limit each letter of recommendation
to one page.

3. Cadet includes a copy of their resume in the scholarship application.

4. Cadet completes, signs and submits the Statement of Understanding.

5. Part of the selection criteria is based on financial need. The cadet needs to address these needs. Further,
the cadet needs to provide information on any other scholarships or monetary awards they have been
awarded or applied for. This information needs to be current as of the date of application. NOTE: If the
applicant is receiving financial aid from the University that would be offset by receiving this scholarship,
tell us that in this section.

6. Completed application must be received by the NWFMOA Scholarship Committee no later than May
20, 2022. .. E-Mail the completed application to: Brig Gen Fran Hendricks, USAF, Retired, at
fcashendricks@msn.com. .
